Questions People Ask

Q. How can I answer somebody who claims that the beast known by the number 666 (Apoc. 13:18)
refers to the Pope’s title as the Vicar of Christ?

Three sixes repre-
sent the triple invocation of a false god. It is a coded reference to the worship of the Emperor as a god.
